	BPC/20/42: Village Green, Play Area, footpaths and Grass Cutting updates: Members discussed the impending refurbishment of the village sign and agreed that additional funding should be applied for in order to be able to finance it.  One of the members reported on the various grass cuts he had carried out, including the strimming of one of the footpaths. It was also reported that highways verge cutting should be carried out every six weeks but unfortunately this was not the case and the area around the main junction could get overgrown and impeded visibility.


	BPC/20/43: Reports from Councillors and matters for future consideration: Cllr N Parsons asked about the apparent lack of progress on the play areas refurbishment and how the project could be moved forward.
Cllr J Flatman was thanked for her support with a funding application from the Locality Budget.
